before” (Quran 19:7).


7) Zechariah’s Questioning the angel since he and his wife are old 

The Bible:


Zechariah asked the angel, “How can I be sure of this? I am an old man and my 

wife is well along in years” (Luke 1:18).


The Quran:


He wondered, “My Lord! How can I have a son when my wife is barren, and I have 

become extremely old?” (Quran 19:8).


8)  The Proclamation that John would Now Be Silenced 

The Bible:
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The angel said to him, “I am Gabriel. I stand in the presence of God, and I have been 

sent to speak to you and to tell you this good news.

The Quran:

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The Last Hour would come (so sudden) that a person would be milking the she-

and their bargain would not be struck before the Last Hour would come. And someone 
would be setting his tank in order and he would have hardly set it right when the Last 

Hour would come (Sahih Muslim 2954). 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Top 10 Places of Copying of the Old Testament

(Ps 121:5-6). 

The Hadith:


Verily the Exalted and Mighty God does not sleep, and it does not befit Him to 

sleep. He lowers the scale and lifts it (Sahih Muslim 179a). 


3) Sins as White as Snow 

The Bible:


“Come now, let us reason together, says the Lord: though your sins are like scarlet, 

they shall be as white as snow; though they are red like crimson, they shall 

become like wool (Is 1:18).


The Quran:


O Allah! Wash away my sins with the water of snow and hail, and cleanse my heart 

from all the sins as a white garment is cleansed from the filth” (Sahih al-Bukhari 

6368).


4) God looks at the Heart 
The Bible:


“Man looks at the outward appearance, but the Lord looks at the heart” (1 Samuel 
16:7).


The Hadith:


“Allah does not look at your appearance or your wealth, but He looks at your 

hearts and your deeds” (Sahih Muslim 2564).
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5) Solomon’s Wisdom (1 Kings 13:16-28). 
The Bible


16 Then two prostitutes came to the king and stood before him. 17 The one woman 
said, “Oh, my lord, this woman and I live in the same house, and I gave birth to a 
child while she was in the house.

27 Then the king 
answered and said, “Give the living child to the first woman, and by no means put him 
to death; she is his mother.” 28 And all Israel heard of the judgment that the king had 
rendered, and they stood in awe of the king, because they perceived that the wisdom 

of God was in him to do justice (1 Kings 13:16-28).

Only Islam’s Prophet did not necessarily follow his own words, or that in the gospels.


O believers! Do not enter the homes of the Prophet without permission ˹and if invited˺ 
for a meal, do not ˹come too early and˺ linger until the meal is ready. But if you are 
invited, then enter ˹on time˺. Once you have eaten, then go on your way, and do not 

stay for casual talk. Such behaviour is truly annoying to the Prophet, yet he is too 

shy to ask you to leave. But Allah is never shy of the truth. 


And when you ˹believers˺ ask his wives for something, ask them from behind a barrier. 

This is purer for your hearts and theirs. And it is not right for you to annoy the 

Messenger of Allah, nor ever marry his wives after him. This would certainly be a major 

offence in the sight of Alla (Quran - al-Ahzab 33:53).
